Last Years Training Facts & Figures 

 
I thought that I would share a few facts & figures 
surrounding Adult Training in 2008: 
During the year 146 Adult Leaders were registered 
with adult training on the Island and they completed 
a total of 853 modules of the training scheme, with 
72 completing ‘Getting Started’, and 20 Wood Badge 
recommendations being made.  Training Advisers 
completed 84 Personal Learning Plans, and a further 
62 validation meetings with learners. 
I would like to thank the whole Adult Training Team 
for all of their time and effort in 2008, and 
congratulate them on their achievements – let’s see 
what we can do in 2009! 
 
Training Access Sessions 
 
The first Training Access Session was held in 
January and saw several leaders attend for their 
PLP’s & validations, as well as others completing 
Modules 11 & 19 that were on offer that day. 
Training Access Sessions provide an opportunity for 
Adults  to have their Personal Learning Plan 
performed, validate modules they have completed, 
access e-learning modules, complete on-line 
registration for CRB & ISA, watch training DVD’s, 
have the opportunity for one-to-one tuition, as well 
as attending training modules held at the same time, 
in the same venue.  Keep an eye on the training 
diary to find out which modules are on offer at the 
Training Access Sessions. 
 
Large Events Course 
 
Come to the ‘Large Events Course’ on Saturday 21st 
March. This course will give leaders the skills and 
knowledge to assist with the organisation of large 
events such as District/County Night Hikes & Camps, 
Family Camps, and Fun Days. There are plenty of 
spaces on this course which will run from 0900-

The new process is being introduced to the County 
and we’ll have the first new style meeting in 
September.  
 
What you’ll see is……. 
 
Trained people on the Appointments Advisory 
Committee - this can now include uniformed 
Leaders. 
On- line submission of forms - don’t panic this isn’t 
finalised but see “What should we do now?” below. 
Changes of appointment - will be dealt with by line 
managers, mainly GSLs. 
Reviews - will be checked by the Committee but you 
won’t need to be present unless an issue is 
identified. 
Trustees, Presidents, Administrators and 
Advisers - will not need to meet the Advisory 
Committee but do have to complete AA forms and 
Module 1. 
 
What should we do now? 

·  If you would like to be an Appointments 
Advisory Committee Member you will need to 
complete a 3 hour training session, likely to 
be on a Sunday afternoon in the next few 
months. 15-20 trained people are required, 
let Paul Savill know if you would like to be 
part of the team. 

·  CRB forms should be submitted by the GSL 
or line manager to Gilwell. All Tim Fallick 
needs is the reference number when a 
satisfactory CRB is returned. 

·  AA forms at present still go to Tim but before 
you send the hard copy please scan it to him 
or at least email him to let him know the form 
is en route. That way we know what to 
expect.
